A Change in Procedures in Giving to Virginia Projects

It is important that our organization is able to track our giving to projects in the state of Virginia. Each year, our conference UMW gives $30,000 in grant money to Virginia Projects.  We need to track the local giving to keep this giving equitable throughout the state.  In an attempt to keep the information flowing while streamlining the process, your Virginia Conference UMW is asking that each unit and district follow these guidelines:

When the unit sends its quarterly report to the district treasurer, the unit should include in the check to the district treasurer any Virginia Conference money that goes to the following:

· VUMAC, Henry Fork, Methodist Camps, UMFS, Ferrum and any Virginia Project listed in our Annual Report

· All other giving to organizations in Virginia should be sent directly to the organization or project.
· At the end of the quarter, the unit treasurer will send a list of all money given locally, listing the name of the organization and the amount.

· The district treasurer will then send a summary of this list to the conference treasurer ( use the cut and paste method when possible)

· Because this money is not going through the district and conference
 accounts, it cannot be shown in the giving totals, but it will be listed in the Annual report as “Other Virginia Giving”
Your conference UMW also asks each unit to consider and use the 80%/20% giving guidelines, giving 80 % of all donations to UMW projects and the designated Virginia projects.
